Tuberculosis can be transmitted to children by adults who live with or spend a great deal of time with
them. Tuberculosis is transmitted by a person who has tuberculosis to another person through airborne
droplets that are coughed or sneezed into the air and then breathed in by the child. This transmission of
infection is more likely to occur when the child and the infectious person spend a lot of time together in a
closed environment such as a car, a small room, or other similar situations.

Adults who have Tuberculosis will often have the following symptoms: cough for more than two weeks
duration, loss of appetite, weight loss of ten or more pounds over a short period of time, fever, chills and
night sweats.

Children with Tuberculosis frequently do not have symptoms. A person can have a Tuberculosis infection
and not have active Tuberculosis.

o Not everyone who coughs has Tuberculosis

o TB can cause fever (low grade) of long duration, unexplained weight loss, failure to maintain
adequate growth in children, weakness, chest pain, a bad cough, hoarseness, and /coughing
up blood.

o TB is preventable and treatable.

o Children with active TB often do not show signs of illness. Infants are more likely to have
symptoms.

La Tuberculosis puede ser transmitida a los nifios por adultos que viven o pasan la mayor parte del
tiempo con los nifios. La Tuberculosis es transmitida por la persona que tiene Tuberculosis a otra
persona atraves de la tos o destornudos en el aire que luego es respirada por el nifio. Esta transmision de
infeccion es mas probable que ocurra cuondo el nifio y la persona infectada pasan mucho tiempo juntos
en un ambiente cerrado como en un automovil, un cuarto pequeno o otra situacion similar.

El adulto que tiene Tuberculosis usualmente tiene los siguientes sintomas: tos que dura mas de dos
semanas, perdida de apetito, perdida de peso de diez libras 0 mas sobre un corto periodo de tiempo,
fiebre, escalofrios y fuertes sudores durante la noche.

Los nifios con Tuberculosis frequentemente no tienen sintomas. Una persona puede estar infectada con
tuberculosis y no tener Tuberculosis activa.
